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Grants , Loans, and Scholarships: What’s the Difference?
Lesson Objectives:
· Students will understand the differences between Grants, Loans, and Scholarships.
Materials Needed:

· Grants, Loans and Scholarships: What’s the difference? Worksheets
Lesson Plan:  Day One
1. Divide students into 3 groups

2. Instruct students to pull up the City Academy Counseling website located at www.cityacademyslccounseling.weebly.com and visit the Financial Aid 101 page.

3. Distributes the What are the Types of Financial Aid Worksheet. Gives one group the Scholarship Worksheet, the second group the Grants worksheet, a third group the Loans worksheet. Students will be using the City Academy Counseling website as well as Utah Futures to complete the worksheets.

4. Students will present the information on their topic to the class in a second session.
5. Students will elect a group leader who will complete the following:

a. Assign tasks to team members

b. Answer questions on worksheets

c. Prep for the group presentation
Lesson Plan: Day Two

1. Ask students to rejoin their groups.

2. Advisor will summarize the lesson from the previous session.

3. Advisor distributes blank worksheets from each topic area for the class to fill out based on the presentations by their classmates.
4. Students present their group findings to the class.

5. Students who are NOT presenting (the audience) complete the worksheet related to the topic being presented.

6. Ask students to write a journal entry reflecting on the questions: Which type of financial aid would you most like to receive? How can you start preparing now to earn that type of financial aid?[image: image1.png]
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
