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Division 1: Unit 2

“Changing Attitudes II” Lesson Plan:

Purpose: This lesson emphasizes the importance of students making commitments to become responsible for their learning. More detail be given to ways of accomplishing this task.

Objectives:
1. To encourage each student to make the commitment to be responsible, independent learners

2. To be more specific concerning how to demonstrate responsibility

3. To determine a starting point for each student

4. To help students set goals that will foster growth in the area of the

Materials:

1. Small papers, one for each student (about 3x3)

2. Whiteboard, dry erase markers, or overhead

3. Wall chart with the students name on it, with lines and spaces for keeping track of the individual progress of each student

4. Copies of “SHARE” behaviors

Activities: Day 1:
1. The pledge of allegiance

2. Tell the class you like to know which students are willing to make a commitment to become responsible and independent learners.

3. Past that a small piece of paper to each student. Have the student write his/her name on the paper and indicate a (yes) or (no) as to whether or not a commitment will be made to becoming a responsible learner.

4. Advisor to collect each paper at the end of the advisory period.
Activities: Day 2:
1. this is about how they can practice being responsible. Include home as well as school situations. List ideas on the board as they are given. Encourage specific suggestions. Some responses might include, “come to school on time; bring the things you need to class; study for a test without being told to do it by your parents.”
2. Have the students open their notebooks and write down one or two specific things they will try to do to demonstrate responsibility for next five days. Students do not need to share the school with anyone, including the advisor. Asked the students to devise a way for them to keep track of how they can do this on a daily basis. Remind them that this is something they’ll be doing on their own, without reminders, so only they will be keeping track.
3. Discussed the class how important it is that they recognize when they are being responsible and give themselves a pat on the back or demonstrating responsible behaviors. They also need to know that it is very important for others to be able to recognize this behavior also. They need to know that when they get to middle, junior high, or high school their teachers will recognize this behavior and will immediately form positive impressions of the student. This first impression is very important and gives the student/teacher relationship off to a good start. Being responsible in the very beginning is crucial.
Activities: Day 3:
1. Teach the “SHARE” behaviors. Distribute SHARE handouts to the students. Explain to the students that they will be given a strategy that will help them show their teachers that they really mean business about learning. Explain that this kind of strategy is a list of steps that helps accomplish certain tasks or goals.

2. Have students read their handouts as a teacher reads the basic SHARE steps. Let various students demonstrate the steps. Have others demonstrate the opposite of the steps for comparisons. Discuss the implications of each step.

3. Give students time to memorize the SHARE strategy.

4. Let the students practice saying the steps of the strategy to each other. Then, let those who feel they have strategy memorize say it aloud to the class.

5. To the class it will get a chance to practice strategy throughout the week and that the students and the teacher alike will be looking to see which students are using and practicing this strategy.

Generalization:
1. Encourage the students to practice the SHARE strategy throughout the day and the week. Give recognition when the students use one or more parts of the strategy.

2. Encourage students to practice the responsibility behaviors throughout the day will, if applicable. Tell them talking about being responsible with others in the class, with teachers, or parents, is recommended.[image: image1.png]
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
